Homestay Services and Placement Fees — | understand and agree that | must pay for Homestay
services provided.

| understand that IHA rates are based on four (4) week intervals and that IHA calculates Homestay
fees based on my arrival date. | further understand that my initial invoice, based on my arrival date,
will include a prorated monthly amount added to a regular monthly amount. Please note that IHA
does not require an initial deposit.

Shared room placements are subject
to availability of approved "shared room" hosts.

terms with me directly and that changes must be submitted and approved by IHA. If IHA approves
an extension or holdover, | agree to pay IHA the prorated or full monthly amount contracted for.
Regarding time away from host's home - | understand and agree that | must continue to pay my
regular monthly homestay fee on time, if | am away for periods of time for trips to home country,
traveling, excursions, etc.

Regarding early move out dates - | will be refunded homestay fee if | notify the IHA Homestay
Coordinator two (2) weeks in advance of my intended move out date. | further understand and
agree that a refund will be prorated based on remaining days of the contract (days divided by
monthly Homestay fee). | also understand and agree that if | give less than two (2) weeks notice,
my Homestay fee is non-refundable. Additionally | understand and agree that one-time placement
fees are not refundable
